Houston County Commissioners Meeting

June 4, 2013
Perry, Georgia
The Houston County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, June 4, 2013 at the Houston County Courthouse in Perry, Georgia with Chairman Stalnaker presiding and Commissioners McMichael, Walker, and Thomson were present.  Commissioner Robinson was absent.  Also present were Director of Administration Barry Holland, Director of Operations Robbie Dunbar, Director of Personnel Ken Carter, Chief Building Inspector Tim Andrews, Director of Purchasing Mark Baker, Fire/HEMA Chief Jimmy Williams, District Attorney George Hartwig, Senior Animal Control Officer Dale Newberry and County Attorney Tom Hall.  
Commissioner Thomson led the audience in the Invocation.
Lt. Col. Kelli Molter, Air Force Reserve Command Force Generation Center, led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance and then detailed her military service as a personnel staff officer.  After graduating with a bachelor’s degree in Mathematics she served active duty for 11 years and then joined the Air Force Reserve in 2005.  During her combined 19 years of service she has had three overseas tours, traveled to over 40 countries in Europe, Asia and the Middle East, and has completed two master’s degrees.  She has served in the Services career field for most of her career, providing morale and welfare programs and services for thousands of troops serving both stateside and overseas, and also as a Protocol Officer for a three-star general.  She currently serves at Robins Air Force Base as a personnel staff officer at the Force Generation Center generating and deploying Air Force reservists to support global combat operations.  Her favorite aspect of being in the Air Force is the pride of serving our country.  She also enjoys serving others such as disabled and homeless veterans.  She mentioned the tremendous support that the local community shows military service members at Robins and thanked the Board for their service to the community.
Motion by Mr. McMichael, second by Mr. Walker and carried to approve the minutes of May 21, 2013.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Walker and Mr. Thomson voted yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to authorize a temporary part-time legal assistant to be hired immediately in the District Attorney’s office at a rate of $12.00 per hour to terminate on September 10, 2013.  Upon voting, Mr. Walker, Mr. Thomson and Mr. McMichael voted yes.  Motion passed.
A Waiver on Animal Limitations submitted by Ms. Jeanne R. McGee of 202 Danube Way, Byron was presented by Senior Animal Control Officer Dale Newberry.  Mr. Newberry explained that Ms. McGee has four dogs, one more than is allowed by County ordinance, and that he made a recent home visit and found all animals were well-kept and up to date on all required vaccinations.

Mr. Thomson asked if the applicant understood that if the waiver was approved the fourth dog would not be allowed to be replaced after it passed.  Mr. Newberry replied that the applicant understood that stipulation.

Mr. McMichael asked if there were any other animals in the home.  Mr. Newberry replied only one cat in addition to the four dogs.

Chairman Stalnaker opened a public hearing on a Waiver to Animal Limitations.
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Jeanne McGee, applicant, spoke in favor of the waiver and explained that she had previously lived in the City of Centerville where it was permissible to have up to six animals without regard to the three dog and three cat rule.  She subsequently moved to the County and understands that our regulations permit only three of each type animal.  She indicated that she is willing to comply with the rule after the fourth dog passes away.

Mr. Walker asked about the size of the animals.  The applicant stated that one is a 70-lb. Pit Bull Terrier, one is a Yorkie mix around 10-lbs., one is a Chihuahua about 7-lbs. and the fourth is a mixed breed about Bassett-hound size.  She indicated that these dogs were throw-away and rescue dogs and that they would likely have gone to the pound if her family had not taken them.

There was no opposition.

Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to approve an application for a waiver to the animal limitations (Section 10-19) submitted by Ms. Jeanne R. McGee of 202 Danube Way, Byron, Georgia to keep four dogs.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Chief Building Inspector Tim Andrews presented Re-Zoning Application #1712 submitted by Richard Royal for Jagdish Patel.  The property is described as LL 183, of the 10th Land District of Houston County, on a Plat of Survey for Dev-veer, Inc., consisting of .41 acres.  Existing use is R-AG, vacant land.  Proposed use is Re-Zoning to enlarge the size of existing commercial site with C-2 zoning. The Planning and Zoning Board unanimously recommends approval of Application #1712.  Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant intends to enlarge the existing commercial convenience store property.    

Mr. McMichael inquired whether the property on the southern border was C-2.  Mr. Andrews replied yes.  

Mr. Thomson inquired whether this was the old Lucky store.  Mr. Andrews replied that it is the old Houston Lake store.

Mr. Walker inquired about zoning of the other convenience store nearby.  Mr. Andrews was unsure since that store is in the City of Warner Robins.

Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Re-Zoning Application #1712.

The Applicant was present but had no further information to add.
There was no opposition.
There being no further public comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to approve Application #1712.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Walker and Mr. Thomson voted yes.  Motion passed.

Chairman Stalnaker made a blanket statement for the benefit of all applicants for Special Exceptions for home occupations that even if the Board of Commissioners approves an application, neighborhood covenants may still impose certain restrictions upon or against home occupation businesses.
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Tim Andrews, Chief Building Inspector, presented Special Exception Application #1713 submitted by David and Evan Grantham.  The property is located at 111 Scottsburg Drive, Warner Robins, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 91, of the 5th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, Lot 14, Block “C”, Section No. 2 of the Bryson Subdivision. Existing use is residential, R-2 zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation for an Online Travel Agency with no change in zoning.  The Zoning & Appeals Board unanimously recommends approval of Application #1713 subject to no clients coming to the house and no signage. 

Mr. Andrews stated that the applicants will be operating an online travel agency business for church members planning group trips.  
Mr. Walker inquired as to whether all Section 95 requirements had been met.  Mr. Andrews stated that they had been met.

Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1713.

Applicant Evan Grantham explained that his father, co-applicant David Grantham, has been planning church trips for about six years.  He stated that there would be no increased traffic at the residence and no signs.
William Davis, 203 Westfield Drive, Warner Robins spoke in support of the application.

There was no opposition.

There being no further public comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to approve Application #1713.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Tim Andrews, Chief Building Inspector, presented Special Exception Application #1714 submitted by Mark Reed. The property is located at 121 Forestbrooke Way, Bonaire, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 43, 11th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, Lot 127, Section 1 of Forestbrooke Subdivision, consisting of .36 acres.  Existing use is residential, PUD zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation Lawn Care Business with no change in zoning.  The Zoning & Appeals Board unanimously recommends approval of Application #1714 subject to no signage at the home and he is allowed to sore a 5 x 10 foot utility trailer in the rear yard.
Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant will be operating a lawn care business as a sole proprietor.  He also stated that the applicant has a privacy fence around the rear yard where he would store his utility trailer.  
Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1714.

Applicant Mark Reed was present but had no further information to add.
There was no opposition.

There being no public comments the hearing was closed.
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Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to approve Application #1714 subject to no signage at the home and he is allowed to store a 5 x 10 foot utility trailer in the rear yard.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Chief Building Inspector Tim Andrews presented Special Exception Application #1715 submitted by Ray and Delcie Wheeler.  The property is located at 142 Julee Emilyn Drive, Bonaire, Georgia, and is more specifically described as LL 253, 10th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, Lot 6, Block “E”, of Moody Road Estates Subdivision, consisting of 1.31 acres. Existing use is residential, R-1 zoning. Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation for a Lawncare Business with no change in zoning.  The Zoning & Appeals Board recommends unanimous approval of Application #1715 subject to no signage or employees at the home and they are allowed to store a 6 x 12 foot utility trailer in the rear yard.  

Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant would be operating a lawn care business and would have one person assisting him but that they would meet at the work site not the residence.  He also stated that he has a privacy fenced rear yard.
Mr. Walker inquired about the type of vehicle that will be used.  Applicant replied that it is a box-type truck commonly used by landscaping businesses.

Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1715.

The applicant was present but had no further information to add.
There was no opposition.

There being no further public comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to approve Application #1715 subject to no signage or employees at the home and they are allowed to store a 6 x 12 foot utility trailer in the rear yard.  Upon voting, Mr. Walker, Mr. Thomson and Mr. McMichael voted yes.  Motion passed.
Chief Building Inspector Tim Andrews presented Special Exception Application #1717 submitted by Lakita Long.  The property is located at 314 Woods Trail, Perry, Georgia described as LL 120 of the 10th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, Lot 11, Block “G”, Section No. 4, Phase 2 of Lake Joy Village Subdivision, consisting of 0.43 acres.  Existing use is residential R-MH. Proposed use is for a Home Occupation for a Counseling Business with no change in zoning.  The Planning and Zoning Board unanimously recommends approval of Application #1717 subject to no signage or employees at the home.
Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant would be operating a counseling business and would have a home office only.  

Mr. Walker asked whether she would see clients at her home.  Mr. Andrews replied that she would not see any clients at her house.

Mr. Thomson asked whether she needs a State license to operate.  Mr. Andrews replied that he was not sure.  
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Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1717.

The applicant was present and stated that she is certified through the State.

There was no opposition.

There being no further public comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to approve Application #1717 submitted by Lakita Long.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Tim Andrews, Chief Building Inspector, presented Special Exception Application #1719 submitted by Wayne Staymate. The property is located at 922 Collins Avenue, Warner Robins, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 110, of the 5th Land District of Houston County, Lot 2, Block “A”, Section No. 1 of Somerset Subdivision, consisting of .42 acres.  Existing use is residential, R-MH zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation for an Online Sales Business with no change in zoning.  The Zoning & Appeals Board recommends approval by a three to one vote subject to no sales on the premises and no signage. 

Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant would be operating an online sales business.  He stated that the applicant will assemble gift baskets and other arrangements and then deliver them to customers.  
Mr. McMichael asked if the applicant would be violating Section 95-13.  Mr. Andrews replied that he would not.

Mr. Thomson inquired about the type of delivery vehicle.  Mr. Andrews replied that it would be a simple passenger car.

Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1719.
The applicant was present and spoke in favor.  He indicated that there would be no increased traffic to the residence and that he would pick up needed supplies locally.  He would make out of town deliveries through UPS or Fed Ex but not from the house.
There was no opposition.

There being no further public comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to approve Application #1719 subject to no signage and no sales on the premises.  Upon voting, Mr. Walker and Mr. Thomson voted yes.  Mr. McMichael voted no.   Motion was passed.
Tim Andrews, Chief Building Inspector, presented Special Exception Application #1720 submitted by Amy Brown.  The property is located at 118 Hawks View Trial, Kathleen, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 154, of the 10th Land District of Houston County, Lot 10, Block “C”, Section No. 1 of Hunt’s Landing Subdivision, consisting of 0.44 acres.  Existing use is residential, R-1 zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation for a Special Occasion Cake and Dessert Business with no change in zoning.  The Zoning Appeals Board unanimously recommends approval of Application #1720 subject to all state and local regulatory requirements for licensing, no signage and no customers to the home. 
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Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant would be operating a special occasion cake and dessert business.  Mr. Andrews also stated that the applicant would be regulated by the Georgia Department of Agriculture rather than the Houston County Environmental Health Department due to a recent change in the law.  The Zoning & Appeals Board recommends unanimous approval subject to all state and local regulatory requirements for licensing, no customers at the home and no signage.
Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1720.

The applicant was present and spoke in favor.
Mr. Thomson asked how the customer would make their selection of desired dessert if not in person at the home.  Applicant stated that is would be done over the phone or in person at her mother’s local store.

There was no opposition.

There being no further public comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to approve Application #1720 subject to all state and local regulatory requirements for licensing, no signage and no customers to the home.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Chief Building Inspector Tim Andrews presented Special Exception Application #1721 submitted by Gerald Fortier.  The property is at located 201 Glenwood Avenue, Warner Robins, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 119, of the 5th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, Lots 1 & 2, Block “E”, of Oasis Estates Subdivision, consisting of .40 acres.  Existing use is residential, R-MH zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation for a Bookkeeping Business with no change in zoning.  The Zoning & Appeals Board unanimously recommends approval of Application #1721 subject to no signage and no clients coming to the home.

Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant would be operating a bookkeeping business.  He is a contractor at Houston Medical and needs an office only at the home.  The Zoning & Appeals Board recommends unanimous approval subject to no signage and no customers to the house.
Mr. Walker asked if the home was on two lots.  Mr. Andrews replied that it was on two lots.

Mr. McMichael asked for clarification of the applicant’s relation with the hospital.  Mr. Andrews explained that he ran their valet parking service.

Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1721.  

The applicant was present but had no further information to add.
There was no opposition.

There being no public comments, the hearing was closed.
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Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to approve Application #1721 subject to no signage and no customers to the home.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Tim Andrews, Chief Building Inspector, presented Special Exception Application #1722 submitted by Tiffany Cox.  The property is located at 116 Ellicott Drive, Warner Robins, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 96 of the 10th Land District of Houston County, Lot 9, Block “C”, Phase 1, Section II of Oxton Plantation Subdivison, consisting of 0.34 acres.  Existing use is residential, R-1 zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation for an Online Apparel Retail Business with no change in zoning.  The Board of Zoning & Appeals recommends this application be tabled in order for the applicant to provide an example of the product to be sold.  Upon voting, three members of the Zoning & Appeals Board voted for tabling the application.  One voted against.  

Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant would like to operate an online apparel retail business, but the Zoning & Appeals Board voted 3 to 1 to table this application in order for the applicant to come back and provide an example of the product to be sold.
Chairman Stalnaker asked County Attorney Tom Hall if a public hearing was required since it had been advertised that one would be held at today’s meeting.  Tom Hall replied that it would not be required since there was no recommendation from the Zoning & Appeals Board on which to take action.  Mr. Andrews will advertise for a public hearing on a future date.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to return Application #1722 to Zoning & Appeals Board for further consideration.  Upon voting, Mr. Walker, Mr. Thomson and Mr. McMichael voted to table the application.  Motion passed.
Tim Andrews, Chief Building Inspector, presented Special Exception Application #1723 submitted by Bridgette A. Morton. The property is located at 310 Oxton Court, Warner Robins, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 96, 10th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, Lot 8, Block “D”, Phase 2 of Oxton Plantation Subdivision, consisting of 0.36 acres.  Existing use is residential, R-1 zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Home Occupation for an Educational/Behavioral Consulting Business with no change in zoning.  The Zoning & Appeals Board unanimously recommends approval of Application #1723.

Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant will be operating an educational/behavioral consulting business.  He also explained that the applicant had previously been granted a special exception for a home occupation at another location in the County, but had moved to her current residence and therefore had to reapply since a special exception is not transferrable.

Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1723.

The applicant was present but had no further information to add.

There was no opposition.
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Mr. Walker asked if a state license was required and also who her customer base would be.  The applicant stated that only a certain level of education was required and that she contracts with different agencies, schools and individuals.

There being no public comments the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to approve application #1723 subject to no signage and no clients coming to the home.  Upon voting, Mr. Walker, Mr. McMichael and Mr. Thomson voted yes.  Motion passed.
Tim Andrews, Chief Building Inspector, presented Special Exception Application #1718 submitted by Lesley Albritton for Calvary Way Community Church, Inc.  The property is located at 244 Lake Joy Road, Warner Robins, Georgia and is more specifically described as LL 117, of the 10th Land District of Houston County, Lot 5-A of Jacobs Wooded Acres, consisting of 5.0 acres.  Existing use is residential, R-AG zoning.  Proposed use is a Special Exception for a Church with no change in zoning.  The Zoning & Appeals Board recommends approval of Application #1718.  Upon voting, two members voted to approve, one against, and one member abstained because of arriving late to the meeting.

Mr. Andrews stated that the applicant is the pastor of Calvary Way Community Church.  The church currently meets in a leased building and has a congregation of between 50 and 75 parishioners. As funds become available, the church plans to eventually build a sanctuary, education building and a multi-purpose facility on the property which also has an existing house.  The plan is to use the existing house for the church offices and continue the lease on the current location.  Mr. Andrews stated that opponents to the application at the Zoning & Appeals meeting had concerns about stormwater and septic tank issues.
Chairman Stalnaker then opened a public hearing on Special Exception Application #1718.

Mr. Greg Sutton, 126 Arena Road, Perry, Georgia spoke in favor of the application.  Mr. Sutton stated that he is the Treasurer of the church and is representing Pastor Albritton who is out of town on vacation.  He explained that the church began seven years ago and is a congregation of very diverse parishioners.
Mr. Walker asked if there would be ample room for parking.  Mr. Sutton replied that there was ample room for the parking lot without removing the mature trees on the property.  He also explained that the church did not currently have the funds to construct the planned improvements, but would do so over time as funds became available.

Mr. Thomson inquired whether the church planned on utilizing the existing house on the property for services in the meantime.  Mr. Sutton replied that they would use it only for office space for the church.

Mr. McMichael remarked that the adjacent property had long-standing drainage issues.

Laurie Janouski, 246 Lake Joy Road, Perry, Georgia spoke against the application and explained that she owns the adjacent property to the north.  She bought the property in 2010 and has had continual stormwater drainage problems from the start.  The existing drainage ditch cannot handle the current stormwater much less any more flow that might be created by the church’s development next door.  She had retained the services of a professional engineering firm to assess the drainage issues, but there did not seem to be a viable solution that could be reached by performing work solely on their property. 
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 She stated that she was asked by her neighbor to the east, Mr. Charles Lauderdale of 211 Farm Estates Road, to voice his concerns about additional stormwater coming onto his property as well since a natural wetland area threatens his property in times of heavy rains already.  Ms. Janouski asked the Board to consider placing conditions on any approval of this application to protect the surrounding homeowners.
Dee Allison, 230 Langston Road, Perry spoke against the application and asked the Board if this was the appropriate area for a church to be developed.  She explained that there were many stormwater and septic tank issues in this area.  She was also concerned about the increased traffic.

Patty Callahan, 104 Pine Hollow, Warner Robins stated that she is a member of the church and asked that the church and the current residents of the neighborhood work together to solve the drainage issues.  She explained that the church only meets on Sunday mornings and Wednesday evenings and again once a month.  She pointed out that a new school is soon to be built in that area as well.

Chairman Stalnaker asked Mr. Andrews and Director of Operations Robbie Dunbar if a development of this nature would require a site plan that is over and above a normal residential plan.  They explained that a review of the site plan will require the proper stormwater drainage infrastructure to be in place, the Environmental Health Department will have to approve the septic and that a professional engineer must sign off on the plan as well.
Lillie Sutton, daughter of Greg Sutton and member of the church, stated that there are no problems too large or small for God to solve.

Laurie Janouski added that the leased property in which the church currently meets is up for sale now and that it had been mentioned that the church might have to conduct outdoor services on the property or in the 3-car garage of the existing house.
Chairman Stalnaker asked Mr. Andrews if the church would be permitted under current regulations to meet in the existing house.  Mr. Andrews explained that the house is a single family dwelling that would have to undergo considerable modifications first.  Issues such as parking, restroom facilities and other matters would have to be installed or brought up to code.

Mr. Thomson asked Mr. Dunbar if the church would have to acquire downstream easements to effect necessary drainage improvements.  Mr. Dunbar stated that the church would be responsible to obtain any easements on other properties downstream if needed for improvements.

Mr. Walker asked Mr. Dunbar if the County maintained easements.  Mr. Dunbar explained that the property owner actually owns the easements and that the County does not maintain them for property owners unless there is a problem with the road not draining properly.

There being no further public comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. Thomson (for discussion purposes only) to approve Special Exception Application #1718 submitted by Lesley Albritton for Calvary Way Community Church, Inc.  Upon voting, Mr. Walker voted to approve the application, Mr. McMichael and Mr. Thomson voted to deny.  Application is denied.
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Mr. Thomson remarked that he would be more willing to reconsider the application if it was brought back to the Board with a professional engineers report on the stormwater issue.  Mr. McMichael agreed.

Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to appoint Mr. Delmar Davis to another five year term on the DFACS Board.  Mr. Davis’ term will begin on June 30, 2013 and expire on June 30, 2018.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Walker, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to reappoint Mr. Wayne Robinson and Mr. Harold Dickey to additional three-year terms on the Phoenix Center Community Service Board.   Both terms will begin June 30, 2013 and expire on June 30, 2016.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes. Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to concur with a City of Perry annexation request for all that tract or parcel of land situate, lying and being in Land Lot 188 of the 13th Land District of Houston County, Georgia containing 1.748 acres and identified as parcel “SC” and having such shapes, metes, bounds, courses, and distances as are shown on a plat of survey prepared by Lee R. Jones dated April 5, 2013 and recorded in Plat Book 75, Page 46 Clerk’s Office, Houston Superior Court.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes. Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. Walker and carried unanimously to concur with a City of Perry annexation request for all those tracts or parcels of land situate, lying and being in Land Lot 319 of the 13th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, being those portions of Lots 1, 2, 45, 46, 54 and 55 of Pebble Creek Subdivision, Phase 1, outside the “City of Perry City Limits Line” as shown, and having such shapes, metes, bounds, courses and distances as are shown on plat of survey prepared by Prince S. Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to withdraw the motion.    

Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. Walker and carried to table the City of Perry annexation request for the properties located at 102 and 103 Watts Drive and 100, 101, 102, and 103 McEwen Court until the next regularly scheduled Board meeting.  Upon voting, Mr. Thomson, Mr. Walker and Mr. McMichael voted yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to authorize Chairman Stalnaker to sign a professional services agreement with R.K. Shah & Associates of Smyrna in the amount of $150,000 for engineering and consulting services on the widening of Gunn Road from Wilson Way to Margie Drive.  Upon voting, Mr. Thomson, Mr. McMichael, and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to authorize Chairman Stalnaker to sign a Quit Claim Deed for the property described as:  “All that tract or parcel of land situate, lying and being in Land Lot 172 of the 13th Land District of Houston County, Georgia, being know and designated as “PARCEL HOCO”, containing 0.233 acres, according to a Right of Way Survey for Houston County Commissioners, Lately Bridge Road – 80’ R/W, a copy of said survey of record in Plat Book 75, Pages 54-62, Clerk’s Office, Houston Superior court. 
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Said plat and the record thereof are incorporated herein by reference for all purposes.  Parcel Lately Bridge Road is conveyed by Phillip and Gloria Edgars to Houston County in exchange.  Upon voting, Mr. Thomson, Mr. McMichael, and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. McMichael, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to approve payment of the bills totaling $2,465,576.75.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Thomson, second by Mr. McMichael and carried to add an item to the agenda.  Upon voting, Mr. Thomson, Mr. McMichael and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. McMichael, second by Mr. Thomson and carried to authorize the Comptroller to issue a check for $14,073,960.97 payable to the Georgia Department of Transportation for the first installment of the County’s share of Phase II of the SR96 widening project bid.  This amount represents half of the $28,147,921.93 bid amount.  A second and final installment of $5,426,039.03 will come due within one year or at the letting of Phase III of the project, which is currently scheduled for October 2013.  Upon voting, Mr. McMichael, Mr. Thomson and Mr. Walker voted yes.  Motion passed.
Chairman Stalnaker then opened the meeting for public comments.  
Dee Allison, 230 Lanston Road, Perry thanked the Board for their actions concerning Special Exception Application #1718.  She also voiced her continued concern about a neighbor who has a commercial-type dumpster at his residence.
Purchasing Director Mark Baker briefed the Board on the status of the Nola Brantley Library renovation project stating that it remains on schedule.
